WHEREAS, the Borough is rich in water resources, home to
many major rivers and clean lakes; and

Lake Monitoring Program from 1998 through 2017 in response to

WHEREAS, over 58 lakes have been monitored by local
volunteer citizens over the last 20-years with an annual average
of 24 lakes monitored by 35 volunteers who each year collectively
spent 257 hours monitoring Borough lakes; and

WHEREAS, these volunteers have collected data that will
create a baseline for evaluating future water quality changes as

the Borough continues to grow and develop; and
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WHEREAS, July is Lakes Appreciation Month and it is right
and proper to recognize their wvalue and the efforts of the
volunteers who have monitored our lakes these last 20-years; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Volunteer Lake Monitoring Program has
been recognized for its excellence by the Alaska Municipal League
Conference of Mayors and by the National Association of Counties;

NOW, THEREFCRE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Assembly hereby expresses
its gratitude and appreciation for the many volunteers and staff
who have worked as citizen scientists on the Volunteer Lake
Monitoring Program for their service to the Borough.
