HISTORY
 The 2020 census established the Mat-Su 

Borough a population greater than 50,000, 
delegating it as a small, urbanized area (UZA) 

 Now eligible for FTA urban transit funding (5307) 
as a small, urbanized area

 To maintain transit services, a local government 
entity must act as a Direct Recipient of urban 
transit (5307) funding

 On August 8, 2023, the Assembly voted 
unanimously to apply to become a Direct 
Recipient and pursue funding

 On November 6, 2023, The Governor of Alaska 
designated the MSB as a Direct Recipient of FTA 
funding, indicating a 50/50 match from the 
Borough
